students who will be provided with remote learning. Our aim is to provide the highest
quality provision for all students and, as such, the arrangements will be as follows:

| have managed to staff the school so that Year 11, 12 and 13 students will all follow their
normal timetable. It is imperative that students attend on Wednesday, as missing even one
lesson at this crucial stage of their education may be detrimental to their performance in
their examinations. Year 11,12 and 13 students will be expected to arrive on time in
impeccable uniform as is always the expectation.

e Year 9 and 10 will have access to high quality remote learning. This learning has been
set in the form of tasks set for completion rather than live lessons due to the limited
resources we have available on Wednesday. Students can access the work via THE
HUB on Teams or via the PDF documents attached to this letter. There are options to
complete the work online or on paper for students who do not have access to a
computer or device.

e If Year 9 or 10 students are eligible for Free School Meals, then parents/carers will
receive an Asda Voucher for £2.20 which is the daily allowance for a student. This will
be emailed to you by our Finance Team.
